A total of 56 artists were represented. "Roughly 30% 
of ALRI members are also members here.” said Dora 
Atwater Millikin, artist member and past Exhibitions 
Chair for ALRI, stressing the bond between the two 
art institutions. Millikin, who was instrumental in 
getting the venue for the Art League, was on hand to 
greet guests and answer questions. 
 
President Jim Kubiatowicz commented, “The 
opening was a wonderful event which showcased the 
exceptional talents of our membership. I am proud to 
be associated with the best of Rhode Island! We are 

honored to be able to exhibit in a first-tier venue—the 
Providence Art Club is an amazing organization.”  
 

 
The Arrival 
 
 
Said to be the oldest art club in America, it was 
certainly an honor for ALRI members to show in 
such an impressive space. Located at 11 Thomas St., 
Providence, RI, PAC houses three galleries: Dodge 
House Gallery, Maxwell Hays Gallery, and the newly 
renovated space that is now Moite gallery (opened 
specifically for this event). Kristen Grimm, Gallery 
Coordinator, answered questions about the gallery 
space as well as about artists featured. 
 
Malone’s watercolor, Erin, hangs in Dodge Gallery. 
One is immediately struck by the many contrasts 
used by the artist in her work: the green of the 
background in relation to the red of the scarf in the 
foreground; the softness of the muddled background 
and texture of the girl’s coat, sharply contrast the 
defined lines of the girl’s distinctively feminine 
features. This watercolor depicts but one of Malone’s 
many talents as an artist, who also works with 
colored pastel, stained glass, and mixed media. 



 
The Show 
 
 
Certainly, the youngest exhibitor at the event, 
Kathryn Gearon, pondered the randomness of having 
her work displayed once again alongside Margot 
Rubin, with whom she shared space at the Rhode 
Island Foundation, on behalf of ALRI, this past year. 
Already a veteran of the Providence scene, Gearon 
gave insight to her latest mixed media piece, Untitled 
#28, on display. “I use mostly metallics.” Gearon said 
of the work depicting a factory building. This piece 
keeps in tune with the artist’s focus, which is mostly 
on landscapes. The artist says she draws constant 
reference from the interior and exterior of the natural 
landscape, and other various forms of passage 
because of the vestigial properties they possess.  
 
Artist works are on exhibit through September 28,

She graduated from RISD in 1932 (before they even 
gave out diplomas) and continued her studies at Yale. 
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The Hope-Webbing mill, 1005 Main Street, 
Pawtucket has been re-purposed (as many mills have 
in the past few decades) to give the arts another home 
in which to shine. A huge artistic community is 
growing speedily on the fringes of Pawtucket’s mill 
district. 
 
This massive complex of bricks and windows is still 
in its born-again infancy. Many units are being 
renovated as you read this!  
 
I attended the 2nd Annual Hope Artiste Village Open 
House (9/14). It was a surprisingly laid-back event 
for all that was happening inside. Set in a section of 
the city where art would be the least common 
denominator, a worn, industrial complex was 
bouncing with music, and teeming with multi-
generational life. People of various disciplines 
gathered—artist or not—to investigate the halls, 
studios, and offices of the eager and hopeful tenants. 
Now home to local businesses, artists, and musicians, 
the list continues to grow, and with it the spirit of 
community.  
 
There was live music in the courtyard, a DJ in the art 
gallery, music ringing from The Blackstone, and (yet) 
other music playing in the individual studios…none 
was drowned out by the other.  
 
It was an inspiring night, to say the least. The studio 
spaces available were wonderfully large, and the 
possibilities even larger!  
 
Who knows how much more we can expect from this 
fantastic beginning. I can’t wait to find out.
